Non-partisan

The Clarkston Area Chamber of Commerce is a non-profit organization as designated by the IRS-- 501 c 6.  As such, the Chamber bylaws and governing policies restrict the Chamber for supporting or opposing candidates and/or political parties.

The Chamber may host informational forums where all candidates running for a specific office are invited to attend.

The Clarkston Area Chamber of Commerce believes that informed voters are important and encourages members and the community to be educated about candidates and issues.

The Clarkston Area Chamber of Commerce does not have a Political Action Committee and does not endorse or rate candidates or political parties.

Candidates and Campaigning at Chamber Events

Candidates running for office are encouraged to attend Chamber events to meet and get to know area community business leaders.  Candidates should be respectful of the Chamber's invitation and view these opportunities as networking not campaigning activities.  
Please do not hand out unsolicited campaign literature.  

Please do not upstage chamber sponsors with your campaign signage.

Candidates who are Chamber Members

In order to access the privileges of Chamber membership, including access to mailing labels and/or participation in Chamber sponsorship or advertising opportunities, the candidate’s campaign committee needs to be a Chamber member.  Candidates may not piggy back promoting their campaign through another Chamber membership.

Chamber Governing Policy states that a Chamber MEMBER may access the privileges of membership in order to positively promote their member business.

The Chamber reserves the right to refuse sponsorship and/or advertising that does not meet this criteria.
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
